On January 30th, 2018, Platinex acquired a 51% interest in Intergalactic Foods, LLC. (“IGF”).  IGF is a Marijuana Infused Products (“MIPs”) company.  The facility is located in Eugene, Oregon and comprises a 2,000 ft2 fully built-out commercial MIPs kitchen capable of producing a wide range of infused products including brownies, cookies, gummies and various other confectionary foods.
Platinex also made a 5% royalty investment in DSC which holds the rights to Dave’s Space Cakes – a brand of marijuana infused brownies. The 5% Royalty is in effect until USD $450,000 in royalties accrue to the Company and thereafter the Royalty drops to 2.5% in perpetuity.

Both IGF and DSC were founded by David McNicoll.  The relationship to the issuer is arm’s length.
