On October 11, 2023, the Issuer announced the completion of the non-brokered private
placement (the “Offering”) by the way of issuance of one promissory note to a single investor
(the “Promissory Note”) in the net amount of US$104,250, pursuant to the terms and subject to
the conditions of the Promissory Note issued to the Holder. Here are the details of the
transaction, which closed on October 6, 2023:

e The Promissory Note in the amount of US$119,887.50, plus a one-time interest charge
of 11% ($13,187), which accrues on issuance of the Promissory Note, is unsecured and
matures on July 15, 2024 (the “Maturity Date”).

e The Issuer also agreed to an original issuance discount of US$15,637.50.

e The total amount of the Promissory Note of US$133,074.50 (including principal and
interest) will be repaid in ten (10) payments each in the amount of US$13,307.40, the
first payment due on October 15, 2023, with nine (9) subsequent payments each month
thereafter. The Issuer shall have five (5) day grace period with respect to each
payment.

In the event of a default, the Promissory Note is convertible into shares of common stock of
the Issuer. In a default situation the Holder shall have the right to convert all or any part of the
outstanding and unpaid amount of the Promissory Note into shares of common stock of the
Issuer at a conversion price that is equal to the lowest trading price for the shares of common
stock during the twenty-five (25) trading days prior to the conversion date. Upon the
occurrence and during the continuation of any event of default, the Promissory Note shall
immediately become immediately and payable and, if the Issuer wishes to repay the
Promissory Note in cash, the Issuer shall pay an amount equal to 150% of the then outstanding
principal amount of the Promissory Note plus accrued and unpaid interest on the unpaid
principal amount of the Promissory Note plus any default interest, if any
