The STAR-ISMS® technology is the heart of the STAR-A.D.S.® System. The System provides airlines/operators with a cost effective, end to end solution, allowing the automated capture and delivery of the results of real-time, in-flight analysis of an agreed set of parameters. This offers the capability of real-time monitoring of the aircrafts’ performance, its status and location, and provides instant and secure access to essential aircraft information from a PC based web connection. 

The STAR-A.D.S.® System is currently certified by Transport Canada (“TC”) and the U.S. Federal Aviation Administration (“U.S. FAA”). 

The STAR-M.M.I.™ Division, repairs, performs qualification tests on, and supports on-board LCD flat screen displays. These high-performance LCD displays and control panels from STAR-M.M.I.™ are used in the cockpits of fixed wing aircraft and helicopters for both civilian and military applications. 

Management continues to closely monitor its operations in order to support existing initiatives and develop new markets and opportunities. Opportunities in Africa are currently where management is focusing its’ attention.

Management follows world events to be aware of the impacts on the Aviation industry and the Company’s future, including but not limited to the changes that COVID-19 had on the aviation industry world-wide and the current conflicts in both the Ukraine and Israel as well as operational changes made by commercial airlines companies. Star continues its efforts to ensure that airline operators are aware of the features and benefits of its STAR-A.D.S.® System in enhancing their operational efficiency, regulatory compliance and safety.

Star announced that Aquagreen Energy Systems Inc. (“Aquagreen”) had successfully completed the on-site prototype testing conducted between February 8 and February 11, 2026.  This marked an important milestone in Star’s expansion into the renewable energy sector.
During the testing period, Star and Aquagreen’s engineering teams integrated and evaluated Star’s initial monitoring and diagnostics prototype on Aquagreen’s Hydrotor-based generator systems. The prototype performed as designed and was successfully tested to the satisfaction of the Aquagreen technical team. The joint testing validated system compatibility and confirmed the feasibility of integrating Star’s monitoring and intelligence platform into Aquagreen’s commercial energy systems.
Aquagreen has also completed development of a minimum viable product (“MVP”) of its Hydrotor-based generator platform and has obtained the required system certification. With this certification in place, the generator platform is positioned to move toward commercial deployment.
Star also announced that it will advance development of its next-generation OEM prototype. This enhanced module will become an integral component of each Hydrotor-based generator deployed globally, providing real-time performance tracking, diagnostics, and system intelligence capabilities.
Star is leveraging its core expertise in monitoring, analytics, and system intelligence and is positioning its technology for application in scalable clean-energy platforms with near-term commercialization potential.
The companies will continue with joint engineering and commercialization efforts as they prepare for broader market introduction of the integrated solution.
